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Summary

As part of Intel's Community Day on June 202018, this document presents the report of activities
which engaged 480 Intel employees in meaningful development work in Mallanayakanahalli &
Yeldur Grama Panchayats. The work undertaken was spread across 7 villages. The work covered
included the following

Planting 400 saplings along the periphery of Gottikunte-

Planting 400 saplings along the periphery of Gottikunte-Hosahalli Lake in Yeldur Panchayat

Location: Gottikunte-Hosahalli Lake, Yeldur Panchayat
Number of Volunteers: Intel SDG Team - 100

About: Gottikunte-Hosahalli Lake, spanning 52 acres has been selected for rejuvenation.
This lake has been dry for over 15 years and is covered with thorny weeds in the lake bed.
The drying up of this lake has been due to blocked Kaluves (inlets) which are supposed to
carry rain water into the lake. This lake has 3 upa kaluves (minor inlets) and 1 Raja Kaluve
(major inlet). All 4 Kaluves to this lake are encroached and flattened. In addition, the lake
boundary has also been encroached and made into mango groves and other fields.

Preparatory Work: Survey of the lake and inlets was completed. About 60% of the lake
bed was de-weeded prior to the event. With the help of proclainers, 450 pits were dug along
the lake periphery to facilitate planting of saplings.

Event: On June 20", 100 Intel volunteers planted 400 saplings in the periphery of the lake.
The volunteers were assisted by local teams in completing the activity. The planted saplings
were watered using water tankers.

Impact: By planting saplings along the periphery of the Lake bed, we will be creating a

natural fence that prevents future encroachments. In addition, the trees will help to
maintain the underground water table and provide home for several birds. By reviving this
lake, the underground water table (currently at 1000 ft) will greatly improve and make a big
differences for the villages surrounding this lake.
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2. Planting 200 saplings along the periphery of Belaganahalli Lake in Mallanayakanahalli
Panchayat

Location: Belaganahalli Lake, Mallanayakanahalli Panchayat
Number of Volunteers: Intel SDG Team - 100

About: Belaganahalli Lake, spanning 35 acres has been selected for rejuvenation. This lake
has been dry for over 15 years, and filled up partially during the heavy rains last year. The
drying up of this lake has been due to blocked kaluves (inlets) which are supposed to carry
rain water into the lake. In addition, the lake boundary also has some encroachments.

Preparatory Work: An application for survey of the lake was submitted to the Tahsildar’s
office. With the help of proclainers, 250 pits were dug along the lake periphery to facilitate
planting of saplings.

Event: On June 20™, 100 Intel volunteers planted 200 saplings in the periphery of the lake.
The volunteers were assisted by local teams in completing the activity. The planted saplings

were watered using water tankers.

Impact: By planting saplings along the periphery of the Lake bed, we will be helping in
creating a natural fence that prevents future encroachments. In addition, the trees will help
to maintain the underground water table and provide home for several birds. By reviving
this lake, 11 adjoining villages will be benefitted.
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3. Preparation of sowing beds in Yeldur Panchayat
Location: Padmanabh’s Farm, Yeldur Panchayat
Number of Volunteers: Intel SDG Team - 100

About: Natural Farming techniques require minimal water, no chemical fertilizers and
multi-cropping patterns. By ploughing the soil with a traditional ox-pulled plough, the soil
hardening is avoided. By using Desi cow based Jeevamrutha and natural pest-control
techniques, the soil is kept fertile throughout. Through multi-cropping patterns, the farmers
grow avariety of produce in the same land, thereby ensuring that market prices do not affect
them drastically. On June 20™, Intel volunteers will initiate farmer Padmanabh into Natural
Farming practices by assisting in laying the sowing beds manually.

Preparatory Work: The land was ploughed and made ready for sowing. The cropping
pattern was decided upon. Sample cropping beds were prepared and area for digging beds
was marked.

Event: On June 20™, 100 Intel volunteers prepared sowing beds in Padmanabh’s farm, in a
total of about 2 acres. The volunteers were assisted and oriented by farmers.

Impact: Padmanabh will be moving to Natural farming for the first time on June 20™. In
Natural Farming techniques, we avoid machines and encourage manual work such as
preparation of beds and sowing. By assisting him in this process, we will be encouraging
him to get started. This is likely to have a ripple effect and get many more farmers interested
in this method.
