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Overview 
 

Mythri Speaks was registered as a Trust on Nov 7, 2014. Since then, we have worked 

extensively in rural areas, especially in Karnataka. Our largest interventions have been in the 

area of Menstrual and Reproductive Health of adolescent girls and women in rural India. Apart 

from this, since April 2017, we are working in four districts (Kolar, Ramanagar, 

Chikkaballapura and Bengaluru Rural) around Bengaluru on comprehensive rural 

interventions, as part of Adarsha Grama Vikasa initiative. This report provides details of the 

work undertaken in Kolar & Chikkaballapura districts from April 2017 to June 2018. A 

summary is given below: 

1. Education & Awareness 

¶ Undertaken sessions on Menstrual & Reproductive health for 2465 adolescent 

girls and women, and Digital Literacy covering 593 women.  

¶ Facilitated provision of E-Learning facility for 808 students across 8 rural 

government schools. 

¶ Makeover of a Government School campus, benefitting around 650 students. 

 

2. Healthcare  

¶ Undertaken eye camps for around 305 elderly persons; facilitated cataract surgery 

for 22 persons and provided spectacles for 145 persons, across 3 grama 

panchayats. 

¶ Facilitated surgery and medical treatment for 2 critically ill rural patients. 

¶ Covered 263 women for Haemoglobin tests to detect, treat and prevent Anemia.  

 

3. Environment 

¶ Planted 1000 saplings in Anche Muskur lake periphery (in Chikka Tirupathi) in 

2017. Will be planting another 1000 saplings on June 20th 2018 in Gottukunte-

Hosahalli Lake (in Yeldur) and Belaganahalli Lake (in Mallanayakanahalli) 

¶ Work is currently underway to restore Yeldur Pond, Yeldur Stepped-well, 

Gottukunte-Hosahalli Lake (in Yeldur) and Belaganahalli Lake (in 

Mallanayakanahalli). 

 

4. Livelihood  

¶ Provided training and assisted 15 women from Kethaganahalli Panchayat 

(Bangarpete Taluk) to make Silk Thread Jewellery. 

¶ Currently working with 15 women in Mallanayakanahalli to prepare Instant Food 

Mix such as Dosa Mix, Upma Mix, Papad, Pickle, etc.  

¶ Enhancing the livelihood of 18 dairy farmers from Ketaganahalli Panchayat by 

directly connecting them to consumers in Bengaluru for daily supply of fresh raw 

milk.  

¶ Provided training for 200 farmers to initiate Natural Farming. 
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1. Reproductive Health Awareness and Digital Literacy  

About: This initiative aims to empower adolescent girls and women in areas of 

Reproductive Health and Digital Literacy, through two projects ς Mythri and Digital 

Grama.  

Under project Mythri, awareness sessions were conducted on the topics of Menstrual 

Hygiene, Menstrual & Reproductive Health disorders, Sexuality and Prevention of Child 

Sexual Abuse, for adolescent girls & adult women, covering 2465 adolescent girls and 

593 women in Kolar and Chikkaballapura.  

Under project Digital Grama, we undertook awareness sessions for women to 

introduce them to digital transaction, covering 8 villages and 593 women in Kolar and 

Chikkaballapura.

About: 

Studies indicate that there is a drop 

in the learning ability and outcomes 

of students in standard 5th, 6th and 

7th. Further, children whose

8th, 9th and 10th. The physical and 

emotional changes of adolescence 

and the introduction of concepts in 

subjects, makes it more challenging. 

By targeting these age groups, we will 

be intervening at the right time, 

preventing dropouts and improving learning outcomes in high school.  

The objectives of setting up an e-learning facility include: 

¶ Improving performance in school  

¶ Reduction in drop-out rate 

¶ Enhancing learning outcomes through use of technology 

¶ Improved understanding of concepts through use of visual content in native 

language 

¶ Building familiarity and comfort in using technology  

¶ Equipping rural students from government schools to compete with students 

from private schools 

¶ Equipping teachers with necessary teaching aids to better explain concepts 

To address the problems at both middle school and high school, we have implemented 

E-Learning facilities in 14 government schools. Of this, 8 government schools are in 

Kolar & Chikkaballapura districts. This has been done on the request of the respective

3. Makeover of Government School Campus 

 

About: Under this initiative, Government Schools, Anganwadis and Government 

School Toilets, which require repair/renovation are taken up for work, based on request 

from School Management (SDMC). Currently, work is happening in Mallanayakanahalli 

Government School Campus, covering the following 

¶ Fixing the leaks in the ceiling and re-painting of Anganwadi  

¶ Repair, plumbing, fixing of leaks, and repainting of toilet block  

¶ Fixing the leaks and re-painting of High School building 

¶ Landscaping the whole campus ς this includes levelling the grounds, making 

courts for volley ball, kho-kho, kabbadi and sapling plantation

Government High School, Kasturba Gandhi Girls School and Hostel, Boys Hostel and PU 

College. The beneficiaries are around 650 students annually who use the campus.

The water 

proofing of the ceiling has been completed for the toilet. Anganwadi water proofing of 

the ceiling and re-painting has been completed. On June 20th, a team of around 150 

Intel employees will join hands to plant the saplings and complete painting work in this 

school campus.

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1. Eye check-up camp and follow-up treatment   

About: Under this project, eye check-up camps were organized at the village level. 

Through this, we were able to reach the elderly persons from needy background who 

were not in a position to travel to the nearest town for treatment. The partner hospitals 

provided free cataract surgery for 22 persons, and spectacles were sponsored by 

Mythri Speaks Trust for 145 persons.

2. Support for Critical Cases 

About: Under this project, persons requiring funding for emergency medical care 

and/or surgery for correcting physical deformity is taken up. The purpose is to provide 

assistance to those people whose medical needs push them below poverty line. Under 

this project, we facilitated medical treatment and financial assistance for surgery for 2 

emergency surgery cases and for 6 differently abled persons, totally.  

Location & Beneficiaries  

The two cases supported from Chikkaballapura are given below: 
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1. Nanjundappa is a 55 year old farm labour from S. 

Golahalli Panchayat (Chikkaballapura). During work, a 

big rock fell on his left hand, badly smashing his fingers. 

The excruciating pain was not as frightening as the 

possibility of permanent damage to his fingers if 

surgical intervention was delayed. He was operated 

upon by surgeons at Mahaveer Jain hospital without 

much delay. The total surgery cost was Rs. 52,000/- of 

which Rs. 30,000/- was contributed by individual 

donors via The Forward Foundation, and the hospital 

generously waived off the remaining charges upon 

ǊŜǉǳŜǎǘΦ bŀƴƧǳƴŘŀǇǇŀΩǎ ǎǳrgery was successful and he has regained movement and 

sensation in his fingers.  

 

2. Ramakrishna is a 24 year old agriculture labour from S. 

Golahalli Panchayat (Chikkaballapura). During a work 

accident, he injured his fingers. Although he had a 

surgery done at a nearby hospital, the pain did not 

subside and he was beginning to lose sensation. He was 

referred to specialists at Mahaveer Jain Hospital who 

said that his nerves are going to be permanently 

damaged, causing loss of sensation, if surgical 

correction is not done immediately. He delayed the 

surgery for more than a month as he was not able to 

raise Rs. 40,000 needed for the surgery. Local 

volunteers brought his case to light and with the

3. Anemia ς Screening, Treatment and Prevention 

 

About: The data from the National Family Health Survey 2015-16 indicates that more than 46% 

women in Kolar, 54.3% in Chikkaballapur and 48.1% women in Bengaluru Rural districts are 

Anemic. This project aims to undertake screening of around 1000 rural women to identify 

Anemia through Hemoglobin tests, facilitate treatment through the local Primary Healthcare 
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Centre and provide awareness on prevention. So far, this project has been implemented in two 

Panchayats in Kolar covering 263 women.
